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Background:

At the 2008 General Service Conference, the Conference approved the following
Advisory action:

........ that the trustees' Finance and Budgetary Committee gather input from the
Fellowship on the benefits and liabilities, both spiritual and practical of fully funding
G.S.O. Services to the Fellowship (G.S.O. functional expenses) by the voluntary
contributions of A.A. members and groups and that this information be forwarded
to the 2009 Conference Committee on Finance.

At the 2009 General Service Conference:

The committee reviewed the material submitted by the Fellowship and,

After lengthy discussion, the committee acknowledges that roughly half of all the
A.A. groups contributing, is not enough to support our services, yet agreed that funding
services through voluntary contributions is our ideal.

The committee affirms the General Service Board Policy previously adopted which
reads as follows:

Self-Support of the World Services of Alcoholics Anonymous

The A.A. spiritual principle of self-support enables us to pursue our primary
purpose of carrying the message to the still suffering alcoholic with a shared
sense of responsibility for our lifesaving work and without interference or
financial dependence on outsiders. From our Fellowship's earliest days, the
expenses of the General Service Office, and the world services provided by it,
have exceeded the amount derived from contributions of AA groups and
members. As a result, providing these needed services has necessarily been
supported in part by income from the sale of AA literature. It is the policy of the
General Service Board that income from literature sales should only be in
amounts required to allow continued provision of vitally needed services and
maintenance of a prudent reserve fund. We hope that the day will come when AA
groups and members, through their contributions, will be able to fund fully the
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services provided by the General Service Office. If that is achieved, revenues
from literature sales will only be needed in amounts necessary to cover the
actual costs associated with literature production and to maintain a prudent
reserve fund.

The committee presented the following recommendation to the 2009 General Service
Conference which was approved:

...... .that the Trustees' Finance Committee gather input from the Fellowship on the following
for review by the 2010 Conference Committee on Finance

(1) If we continue to use literature profits to fund services, should there be a limit?

(2) If there is a limit how do we continue to pay for services if there is a shortfall in
contributions? (The committee requests that the statement of policy "Self-Support of the
World services of Alcoholics Anonymous" be distributed as background.)

At the August 2, 2009 meeting of the Trustees Finance and Budgetary committee, the
committee decided to respond to the request with the following background:

The report prepared by the Trustees subcommittee that resulted in the
"statement on self-support" noted by the Conference Committee on Finance. The report
is attached in English and French is its entirety and the "Statement only is attached in
Spanish as I am awaiting final translation and did not want to wait any longer to get this
out. The full text should follow next week.

I have also attached advisory action number eight in English, French and
Spanish.

Report of the Subcommittee on Self-Support
January 28, 2007

At the July 2006 meeting of the trustees' Finance Committee the chairperson
formed a subcommittee consisting of George M., Howard L. and John S. in order to
examine the issues involved in developing a clear definition of the concept of self­
support.

The committee defined its scope as follows :

1. Detennine the following:

a. Does a policy, official or unofficial, for self-support currently exist? If so,
how does this policy fit within the framework and guidance as stated in
the Twelve Traditions of Alcoholics Anonymous and The Twelve
Concepts for World Service?

b. If such a policy exists, does it include both A. A. World Services and The
A.A. Grapevine? Or does each corporation have its own policy?

c. Is there yet a separate policy in use by the General Service Board that
might be broader still than any policy currently in use at A.A. World
Services or The A.A. Grapevine?

d. Ifthere are currently any policies in effect, how were they derived?

2. Determine how a policy and definition of self-support for the General Service
Board and its separate operating corporations (A.A. World Services, Inc. and
The A.A. Grapevine, Inc.) might be used in communicating with the groups
and members what is meant by the General Service Board when it discusses
self-support.

The subcommittee gathered extensive background material concerning self­
support from the Archives and other sources. It requested the A.A.W.S. Board, the
Grapevine Board, and the Treasurer of the General Serviced Board to provide input as to
any existing policies on self-support, and received helpful responses from all. There has
been a steady exchange of views by email and three conference calls.

The subject of self-support is a broad-ranging one, touching virtually every
activity of the General Service Board and it operating corporations. The subcommittee
decided to address the issues raised in its scope by considering the three matters at the
end of the memorandum forwarded to the Trustees' Finance & Budgetary Committee by
the A.A.W.S. Board which prompted the formation of the subcommittee. In brief, those
matters and the subcommittee's conclusions with respect to them are as follows:
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1. Detennine the relevance of any existing policy regarding what constitutes "self
support" for its [the GSB's] purposes.

The GSB's Bylaws require it to be guided by the Twelve Traditions of A.A. in its
deliberations and decisions. The Traditions (short fonn) are recited in the document, as
are the Twelve Concepts. Our Seventh Tradition and WalTanty Two contained in the
Twelfth Concept are thus expressly made a pat1 of the GSB's operational mandate.

The spiritual principle of self-support is a multifaceted concept that has been a
topic of discussion and debate within the fellowship of Alcoholics Anonymous from its
very earliest days. Bill W. , one of A.A. ' s cofounders, wrote extensively about self­
support in the A.A. Grapevine. Many of Bill ' s thoughts on this topic found further
expression in the 7th Tradition and his later essay on the i h Tradition contained in Twelve
Steps and Twelve Traditions. Still later, the principle of self-support was addressed by
Bill W. in Twelve Concepts Jor World Service. Together, these writings span a period of
more than 20 years and capture the shared experience of the Fellowship from its
beginnings to the early 1960's.

The General Service Board of Alcoholics Anonymous historically has looked to these
seminal writings on self-support when developing procedures to implement world
services and to the actions taken by the General Service Conference in further
accomplishing these objectives. This subcommittee has been unable to identify any time
when the General Service Board has adopted a policy statement that concisely defined for
the Board its understanding of the A.A. principle of self-support in all its many aspects.
Absent such a statement of policy, A.A. World Services and the A.A. Grapevine, the two
operating corporations of the Board, have themselves developed procedures for
conducting their business activities that they believe are consistent with the Traditions
and Concepts and with direction received from the General Service Board and from the
General Service Conference.

2. Absent a definitive policy, consider one.

The subcommittee was charged with the task of detennining whether the General
Service Board should now try to develop and adopt a specific policy statement that
attempts to define what self-support means to the Board when it discusses this topic.
After due consideration, this subcommittee recommends that the General Service Board
not attempt to develop such a policy statement. The subcommittee believes that the
Board and the Fellowship as a whole should continue to look to the Traditions and
Concepts in guiding their actions regarding self-support and that it would not be possible
to comprise within a single, concise statement what self-support means to either the
Board or to the membership ofAlcoholics Anonymous.

The subcommittee, in making this recommendation, took note of what it believes to be a
healthy discussion of self-support within the fellowship that has continued for more than
70 years. While there is widespread consensus that self-support means that we should
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decline outside contIibutions, there is no such consensus on the role of literature sales in
our effOlis to be self-supporting. Writing such a policy statement would be, in our view,
an attempt to forge such a consensus and end debate when there is no group conscience
within the Fellowship as a whole on at least this aspect of self-support. Additionally, any
policy statement that attempted to clarify the role of contributions and literature sales in
self support of world services would necessarily have to exclude the A.A. Grapevine,
Inc., since that corporation does not accept contributions from A.A. members or groups,
except under extremely limited circumstances. Instead, the A.A. Grapevine seeks to be
self suppoliing through the sales of its magazines and related items.

FUlihennore, the subcommittee feels that the principle of self-support cannot be
considered an absolute spiritual principle or one that is considered in isolation from other
equally cherished spiritual principles embraced by the Fellowship. Thus, while there
might be considerable agreement among our members that the ideal situation would be
one where all services of Alcoholics Anonymous were fully supported by the
contributions of its members, we are equally aware of the shared moral obligation we feel
to reach the still suffering alcoholic today with these services. This subcommittee notes
that the General Service Board and the General Service Conference have never
recommended that services be trimmed to a level where they could be sustained by the
current level of contributions alone. On the contrary, the actions of the Board and the
Conference have consistently created a challenge to assure that funds are made available,
consistent with the spirit of our traditions, to provide the services that have been
expressly identified as needed.

3. Establish a clear and concise message to carry to the delegates and groups in the U.S.
and Canada regarding matters of self-support.

The subcommittee noted that the Fellowship has access to extensive infonnation
about the financial affairs of the General Service Board, including both the sources of its
income and the nature of its expenditures. The Fellowship also has access to the annual
audited financial statements of the General Service Board and the two operating
corporations, and receives a report of the General Service Board Treasurer each year
providing analysis of the Board's financial position and results of operations for the
preceding year.

A wide diversity of views on the future financial prospects of the General Service
Board can be found not only within the Fellowship, but also among the Trustees
themselves. The subcommittee believes that members of the Fellowship should continue
to feel free to express their opinions on the financial affairs of the Board with confidence
that the Board remains open to differing opinions and without concern that the Board has
adopted a finn position on these matters; and that a consistent message fashioned by the
Board on this subject, even if one could be agreed upon, would therefore not be helpful.

The subcommittee does believe, however, that a short statement acknowledging
the role of literature sales in supporting the activities of the General Service Office may
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be helpful in communicating the conclusions reached by this subcommittee. The
statement is intended to set forth in a factual and nonjudgmental manner the present need
for income from literature to help supp0l1 the services provided by the Gsa and the
Board and to communicate a shared hope that a time will come when the cost of such
services can be funded entirely from the voluntary contributions of AA groups and
members.

The subcommittee therefore offers the following statement as one that can be used by
Tmstees of the General Service Board in explaining to the Fellowship their views on self­
supp0l1 of world service activities:

Self-Support of the World Services of Alcoholics Anonymous

The A.A. spiritual principle of self-support enables us to pursue our primary
purpose of carrying the message to the still suffering alcoholic with a shared sense of
responsibility for our lifesaving work and without interference or financial
dependence on outsiders. From our Fellowship's earliest days, the expenses of the
General Service Office, and the world services provided by it, have exceeded the
amount derived from contributions of AA groups and members. As a result,
providing these needed services has necessarily been supported in part by income
from the sale of AA literature. It is the policy of the General Service Board that
income from literature sales should only be in amounts required to allow continued
provision of vitally needed services and maintenance of a prudent reserve fund. We
hope that the day will come when AA groups and members, through their
contributions, will be able to fund fully the services provided by the General Service
Office. If that is achieved, revenues from literature sales will only be needed in
amounts necessary to cover the actual costs associated with literature production
and to maintain a prudent reserve fund.

Rapport du sous-comite sur I'autonomie financiere
28 janvier 2007

Lors de la reunion de juillet 2006 du comite du Conseil pour les Finances, Ie
president a cree un sous-comite compose de George M., Howard L et John S. pour
etudier les difficultes posees pas la formulation d'une definition claire du concept
d'autonomie fmanciere.

Le comite a defmi sa portee comme suit:

1. Determiner ce qui suit:

a Existe-t-il presentement une politique, officielle ou non, sur l'autonomie
financiere ? Si oui, comment cette politique se situe-t-elle par rapport au
cadre et aux orientations definis dans les Douze Traditions des
Alcooliques anonymes et les Douze Concepts des services mondiaux ?

b. Si un telle politique existe, couvre-t-elle ala fois A.A. World Services et
The A.A. Grapevine? Alternativement, chaque societe a-t-elle sa propre
politique?

c. Y a-t-il une autre politique difIerente appliquee par Ie Conseil des
Services generaux qui serait plus generate que tout autre politique
presentement appliquee par A.A. World Services ou Ie A.A. Grapevine?

d. Si d'autres politiques sont presentement en vigueur, quelles sont leurs
origines?

2. Determiner comment une politique et une defmition de I'autonomie fmanciere
pour Ie Conseil des Services generaux et ses societes d'exploitations distinctes
(A.A. World Services, Inc. et The A.A. Grapevine, Inc.) pourraient etre
utilisees pour communiquer aux groupes et aux membres ce qu'entend Ie
Conseil des Services generaux quand il discute d'autonomie financiere.

Le sous-comire a recueilli une importante documentation historique se rapportant
al'autonomie financiere en provenance des Archives et d'autres sources. na demande au
Conseil d'A.A.W.S., au Conseil du Grapevine et au tresorier du Conseil des Services
generaux des informations sur toute politique existante en matiere d'autonomie financiere
et leurs reponses ont toutes ete !res utiles. n ya eu des echanges soutenus par email et
trois appels conference.

Le sujet de I'autonomie financiere est tres vaste et il touche virtuellement toutes
les activites du Conseil des Services generaux et de ses societes d'exploitation. Le sous­
comire a decide de s'attaquer aux questions soulevees dans sa portee en etudiant les trois
sujets cites ala fin du memorandum transmis au comire du Conseil pour les Finances et Ie
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budget par Ie conseil d'A.A.W.S. qui ont entrame la formation du sous-eomite. En bref,
ces questions et les conclusions tirees par Ie sous-comite aleur sujet sont les suivantes :

1. Determiner la pertinence de toute politique existante concernant ce que represente
« I'autonomie financiere )} aux fIns du CSG.

Les Reglements du CSG exigent qu'il soit guide par les Douze Traditions des AA
dans ses deliberations et ses decisions. Les Traditions (version abregee) sont citees dans
Ie document, tout comme les Douze Concepts. Notre Septieme Tradition et notre
Deuxieme Garantie contenues dans Ie Douzieme Concept sont ainsi integrees au mandat
de fonctionnement du CSG.

Le principe spirituel de I'autonomie fmanciere est Ull concept amultiples facettes
qui fait I'objet de discussions et de debats au mouvement des Alcooliques anonymes
depuis les tout premiers jours. Bill W., un des fondateurs des AA, a beaucoup ecrit sur
l'autonomie financiere dans Ie A.A. Grapevine. Plusieurs idees de Bill sur ce sujet se
retrouvent aussi dans la Septieme Tradition et dans son essai sur la Septieme Tradition
ecrit plus tard dans Les Douze Etapes et les Douze Traditions. Plus tard encore, Ie
principe de l'autonomie fmanciere a ete aborde par Bill W. dans Les Douze Concepts des
Services mondiaux. Ces ecrits couvrent une periode de plus de 20 ans et contiennent
l'experience collective du Mouvementjusqu'au debut des annees 1960.

Le Conseil des Services generaux des Alcooliques anonymes a toujours consulre
ces ecrits majeurs sur l'autonomie financiere avant de formuler des procedures pour
l'application des services mondiaux et des decisions prises par la Conference des
Services generaux pour la realisation de ces objectifs. Notre sous-comire n'a pas trouve
de cas OU Ie Conseil des Services generaux a adopte une declaration de politique qui
aurait defIni de f~on concise pour Ie Conseil son interpretation du principe d'autonomie
financiere des AA dans ses nombreuses facettes. En l'absence d'une declaration de
politique, A.A. World Services et Ie A.A. Grapevine, les deux socieres d'exploitation du
Conseil, ont chacune developpe des procedures pour la conduite de leurs affaires qu'ils
croyaient conformes aux Traditions et aux Concepts, ainsi qu'aux orientations donnees
par Ie Conseil des Services generaux et la Conference des Services generaux.

2. En l'absence d'une politique de reference, penser aen creer une.

Le sous-eomire avait Ie mandat de determiner si Ie Conseil des Services generaux
devrait tenter de developper et d'adopter une politique de reference qui chercherait a
defInir Ie sens que Ie Conseil devrait donner aI'autonomie financiere quand il discute de
ce sujet. Apres mille reflexion, Ie sous-comite recommande au Conseil des Services
generaux de ne pas tenter de developper une telle politique. Le sous-eomire est d'avis que
Ie Conseil et Ie Mouvement tout entier devraient continuer de se referer aux Traditions et
aux Concepts dans leurs actions en matiere d'autonomie financiere et qu'il ne serait pas
possible d'inclure dans une declaration unique et concise ce que l'autonomie financiere
represente pour Ie Conseil ou les membres des Alcooliques anonymes.
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Dans sa recommandation, Ie sous-comite a pris acte de ce qu'il estime etre une franche
discussion de I'autonomie financiere dans Ie mouvement qui dure depuis plus de 70 ans.
S'il y a un accord substantiel pour dire que l'autonomie financiere signifie que nous
devons refuser les contributions de l'exterieur, il n'y a pas de consensus sur Ie role des
ventes de publications dans nos efforts pour subvenir anos propres besoins. La redaction
d'une telle politique serait, anotre avis, une tentative de creer un consensus en ce sens et
de mettre fin au debat alors qu'il n'existe pas de conscience de groupe dans Ie
Mouvement entier sur cet aspect particulier de I'autonomie financiere. De plus, une
politique qui chercherait aclarifier Ie role des contributions et des ventes de publications
dans I'autonomie financiere des services mondiaux devrait necessairement exclure Ie
A.A. Grapevine, Inc., car cette societe n'accepte pas de contributions des membres ou des
groupes des AA, sauf en de rares exceptions. Au contraire, Ie A.A. Grapevine vise
I'autonomie financiere par la seule vente de ses magazines et produits derives.

De plus, Ie sous-comite estime que Ie principe de l'autonomie financiere ne pourrait etre
considere comme un principe spirituel absolu ou qu'il devrait etre separe des autres
precieux principes spirituels reconnus par Ie Mouvement. Ainsi, meme si nos membres
estiment en grand nombre que la situation ideaIe serait que tous les services des
Alcooliques anonymes soient entierement supportes par les contributions des membres,
nous savons qu'il existe aussi une obligation morale bien repandue qui veut que nous
tendions la main a l'alcoolique qui soufIre encore aujourd'hui grace aces services. Le
sous-comite recOnnalt que Ie Conseil des Services generaux et la Conference des Services
generaux n'ontjamais recommande que les services soient reduits aun niveau compatible
avec Ie seul niveau des contributions actuelles. Au contraire, les actions du Conseil et de
la Conference ont toujours releve Ie defi de s'assurer que les fonds soient disponibles,
dans I'esprit de nos traditions, pour ofIrir les services qui ont ete specifiquement
identifies comme requis.

3. Creer un message clair et concis pour informer les delegues et les groupes des E.-V. et
du Canada sur les questions concernant l'autonomie financiere.

Le sous-comite a note que Ie Mouvement peut avoir acces a beaucoup
d'informations sur les affaires fmancieres du Conseil des Services generaux, dont a la
fois la provenance de ses revenus et la nature de ses depenses. Le Mouvement a aussi
acres aux etats financiers verifies annuels du Conseil des Services generaux et des deux
societes d'exploitation, et il r~oit chaque annee un rapport du tresorier du Conseil des
Services generaux qui contient une analyse de la situation financiere du Conseil et les
resultats des activites de l'annee precedente.

On trouve une grande diversite d'opinions sur les perspectives des finances du
Conseil, tant dans Ie Mouvement que chez les Administrateurs eux-memes. Le sous­
comite croit que les membres du Mouvement devraient continuer d'avoir la liberte
d'exprimer leur avis sur la situation financiere du Conseil en sachant que Ie Conseil est
toujours ouvert aux opinions divergentes, et ne pas s'inquieter que Ie Conseil ait adopte
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une position ferme sur ces sujets, et qu'un message coherent prepare par Ie Conseil sur ce
sujet, meme si on pouvait parvenir as'entendre sur un texte, ne serait donc pas utile.

Le sous-comite croit, par contre, qu'une courte declaration reconnaissant Ie role
des ventes des publications dans Ie soutien des activites du Bureau des Services generaux
pourrait etre utile dans la communication des conclusions adoptees par ce sous-comite.
La declaration vise a exprimer de f~n factuelle et neutre Ie besom actuel de recourir
aux revenus provenant de la vente de publications pour aider a soutenir les services
offerts par Ie BSG et Ie Conseil et pour communiquer l'espoir partage qu'unjour viendra
ou les couts de tels services pourront etre totaIement fInances par les contributions
volontaires des groupes et des membres des AA.

En consequence, Ie sous-comite propose la declaration suivante, qui pourrait etre utilisee
par les Administrateurs du Conseil des Services generaux pour expliquer au Mouvement
leurs vues sur l'autonomie fInanciere des activites des services mondiaux :

• a possible service piece or pamphlet with stories of how the A.A. dollar
has reached those in need.

• a thought to use box 459 and Grapevine to work with further dialogue with
the fellowship or even the questions we posed in recommendation #1 ... or
an article on the trustees' subcommittee policy that was adopted in
conjunction.
