And now the news from GSO. Our Pacific Region Trustee, Madeleine P, returned from the January
Board meeting with some interesting 2009 statistics. Last year we sold more than 2,200,000 books.
Thirty percent of our book sales went to non-AA purchasers, which is a much higher percentage than
normal. The suspected reason for this increase is that Hazelton purchased what would appear to be a 2
to 3 yearsod6 supply odpritenadass. Cpntributions for@2009, dnehe athed vy 1
hand, were down -- 2.5 percent less than 2008 contributions. Grapevine subscriptions continue to
decline -- probably due to the price increase -- but income finished ahead of budget for the year.

Taking into account all sources of income including sales of Grapevine, La Vifia, books, CDs, and other
items, Grapevine, Inc. lost $129,000 last year. More importantly, a loss is also expected in 2010 due to
projected costs of updating the website, reinstating the web staff position, combining the subscriber
database and outsourcing the online catalog and gift subscription program. In the words of our Pacific
