When | sat down to write out my PRAASA Report from my Assembly notes, | realized that | had much

more to tell you than would be able to be conveyed in a three minute oral report at the May Assembly

in Hood River. | also realized that much of what you would be hearing from the four presenters at the

Assembly would be quite similar. So to offer you a more detailed report about the 2010 PRAASA, and

let you know how valuable this regional service gathering actually is for your Area officers, | have
written this detailed summary, which 16l <call the
attention to that part of the 2010 PRAASA that dealt with my current Area service position. But first |

Cell phone cameras, social
networking, and the internet are the new vehicles where anonymity breaks are occurring; and the
discussion focused on providing information to members so that we ¢ an make better decisions about
using these high-tech tools in connection with our AA membership. The discussions we will be having
about this topic on digital age anonymity in the coming months and years will no doubt be fascinating.

There were panels on the Conference Items on Finance, Policy, and Literature, including the AA
service manual, AA directories and the GSC Final Report. The Finance panel was excellent and had a
wonderful presentation on how to pay for AA services using literature and contributions delivered by
the Area Treasurer from Western Washington Area 72. The attendees heard presentations on how to
modify existing literature and other methods to communicate self -support within our fellowship. |
heard a presentertell us that the dollar in the basket of today has become the thin dime of yesteryear.

The Grapevine and LaVina were also topics of discussion as were minority appeals and an
inventory for the Conference. There were presentations on literature and pamphlets for Special Needs,

Friday night after dinner and after the afternoon break on Saturday, the attendees were encouraged to

Treasurer goes through when getting contributions for Oregon Area to the bank and deposited. When

a contribution is sent to our Bend address, it goes to a mail outlet called Pack Ship & More, previously
called Mail Box Etc. They hold your envelope until they have received 30 or so envelopes. These are
then placed in a large manila envelope and mailed to Samantha, our Alternate Treasurer. Samantha
opens each envebpe and checks it's content to be sure it really is a contribution to Area. She then
enters each check amount on an excel spread sheet showing the District Number, Group name and
Group Service Number. You should have a copy of her report at your District s table to review. She
then enters the check amounts on the deposit slips and totals the amounts. Totals must match the totals
on her spread sheet. If everything matches the money can be deposited. If it doesn't the error must be
found before the deposit is made. When Samantha gets an envelope with partial or no information
about the District, Group or individual sending the contribution, it makes her job harder and the

process of getting your checks deposited in the bank even longer. In order to make our Alternate
Treasurers job easier and to get your contributions deposited in a timely manner it is very important

you include Your District Number, Group Name and Group Service Number, if you have one, on your
check, on an enclosed piece of paper or orthe outside of the envelope. Having a contact person and
phone number would also be helpful if she has any questions and would like to contact you. If you feel

a sufficient period of time has passed and your check has not cleared,please do call or email Samantha
or myself.

May 2010 Hood River, OR

Happy May to everyone! This i s our Extended Access Committee Report to share with you what the
Oregon Area Access Committee, and |, have been working on during this quarter.

Since the February 2010 assembly, in Bandon, Oregon, | have been continuing to meet with and learn

from many trusted servants in Washington, Oregon and New York. | would like to thank all the

di stricts and groups who have completed the access
to thank District 21 for inviting me to join them at there district me eting. What a great bunch of folks

down there in D21. | am looking forward to working many of the districts in OA58 over the next two

years.

Access has been working with PDAC and GSO for the past few months on resolving some possible
language issues with the current ASL (American Sign Language) video that was recently released on
DVD.

On April 11, 2010 we held the first viewing which included a potluck, with the deaf community from

both Oregon and Washington, at this viewing we had interpreters and volun teer note takers who were

gathering information, as we asked questions that were targeted to help all to clearly understand why

the current video is not understood in the deaf community. We filmed the responses so we can send in

an edited form to GSO. We wi | | al so be starting a 6sampled video
of Chapter 5, a suggestion from GSO, to show how it would be more accessible or clearly understood.

This will be a project that will take some time to gather the required backgrou nd information that is

needed for GSO. More will be revealed.

At this ASL viewing event | invited the Access Chair from Area 72 (Western Washington) to attend,
and asked him if this was an area that he had any interest in for sharing with his area.

As part of my invitation | stated that this seems like an opportunity for Areas 58 and 72 to cooperate in

bringing a request forward for the next General Service Conference (2011) to get this language barrier

rectified, and that | thought we should use this time to develop some background materials from our

deaf communities in both of our respective Areas concerning the nature of the problem with the DVDs

in ASL as they now exist, and offer some suggestions for improvement. | al so menti oned t h
believe that this was going to be a quick process.

My hope is that we (Areas 58 and 72) can work together and get this process done to the best of our
ability, be asking our respective Accessibility/ Special Needs Committees, and Literature Committees
to take the lead on this, by using it (the problem) as an excellent basis for Workshops using the current
DVDs and gathering feedback from the deaf community and ASL professionals.
